Bord na Gaidhlig reports on success in 2011/12 and plans for 2012/13

Bord na Gaidhlig has presented to Parliament and today published its Annual Report
for the 2011/12 financial year, highlighting a wide range of financial and practical
support to communities, organisations and individuals throughout Scotland.

In total, funding was approved for 256 applicants, including 70 grants for early years
and education schemes, and 186 for community groups, arts organisations and
Public Bodies implementing Gaelic Plans.

The Annual Report is one of the organisation’s most important strategic
communication documents, illustrating what the organisation has achieved in the
previous year and looking ahead to the following year. Highlighting the
achievements outlined in the report, Bord na Gaidhlig Interim-chair, Elizabeth
McAtear said: “We are pleased to present this year’s Annual Report to the Scottish
Parliament, signed off on 19 June, confirming the considerable progress seen in the
Bord over the last year. This period has been very challenging for the Bord in
delivering our normal programme of activity and creating a new National Gaelic
Language Plan, but, despite that, it also proved to be successful. Looking across the
3 departments of the organisation, the Report describes activities which
demonstrate excellent preliminary steps towards delivery of the new National Gaelic
Language Plan, and signposts the areas which will be given particular attention in the
coming year.”

Like all organisations that receive public funding, Bord na Gaidhlig is regularly
audited both internally and externally. This maintains and strengthens internal
governance whilst ensuring the organisation continues to spend funds effectively.
Bord na Gaidhlig is the first Public Body audited by Audit Scotland to sign off its
Annual Report and Accounts this year, bilingually.

Senior Manager at Audit Scotland Asif Haseeb said: “I feel privileged and delighted to
be able to sign the Gaelic version of the audit certificate. This is a first for Audit
Scotland; one of our core priorities is holding public bodies to account and doing this
in public, and publishing in both Gaelic and English supports this. It makes our work
and findings accessible to different parts of the community and it supports our
commitment to recognising and celebrating Scotland’s diversity.”
