The importance of robust research and development in terms of sustaining Gaelic’s future
has been reinforced by Bord na Gaidhlig, the principal public body in Scotland responsible
for promoting Gaelic development.

The Bord has issued invitations to tender for five research projects in specific areas, which
will be used to further develop policy and information baselines that will inform future
developments and decision-making.

Details of the proposed research work have been circulated to interested parties with a
track record in the specific areas, and the Bord is inviting any other organisations wishing to
tender for the work, to enquire about the circumstances.

Peadar Morgan, The Bord’s Language Planning Manager said: “Research is very important
to Gaelic, and as well as supporting research, Bord na Gaidhlig makes use of much research
which others have undertaken. Existing available research endeavours to map out the
current position of Gaelic and what should be done to improve that situation, and it
demonstrates the worth of the language. It is also vital that some research is carried out
through the medium of Gaelic and not just about Gaelic. Research on other minority
languages is important to the work of Bord na Gaidhlig and the Bord is involved from time to
time in research projects in partnership with language organisations from other countries. In
addition to individuals, there are research organisations and regular conferences

like Rannsachadh na Gaidhlig which help us plan for the future sustainability of Gaelic. The
colleges and universities promote research on many subjects in relation to Gaelic, and
Gaelic organisations themselves give much support to useful studies. It is our intention to
lay the foundation of a sound base of research work with these projects and | am sure that
they will be of interest to a number of organisations who may have worked with us before.
Obviously, there may also be others who might be interested in the work and | would
encourage them to get in touch with us.”
