Bòrd na Gàidhlig has applauded today’s decision by the City of Edinburgh Council to open a 
dedicated Gaelic-medium school in Bonnington in Edinburgh in 2013.  
 
Welcoming the decision, Bòrd na Gàidhlig Cathraiche (Chair), Arthur Cormack said: "I have 
worked very closely with Comann nam Pàrant Dùn Èideann and I commend their 
considerable efforts in persuading the City of Edinburgh Council that a Gaelic school is the 
best option for the future of Gaelic education in Scotland's capital city.  They have worked 
very closely with Council Members, most of whom have been very open to the points made, 
and this is the result of a tremendous amount of hard work on the part of parents."
