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BORD NA GAIDHLIG MEETS IN LEWIS

Bord na Gaidhlig, the principal body responsible for the promotion and development of
Gaelic, including advising Scottish Government Ministers, will hold its Board meeting in
Stornoway this week, as it encourages members of the public to engage with the
organisation on what they would like to see in a new National Plan for Gaelic.

The Bord will meet in the Council Chambers at the Comhairle nan Eilean Siar. In the last
year the Bord has assisted over 300 community projects throughout Scotland and are
dedicated to further develop & support community initiatives. During their two days on the
island the Bord will meet with members of the Western Isles Gaelic Forum, the Council’s
Gaelic Committee, and community representatives.

The Gaelic Language (Scotland) Act 2005 sets a statutory obligation on Bord na Gaidhlig to
prepare a National Plan for Gaelic every five years on behalf of the Scottish Government.
The Bord will discuss the new Plan when they meet in Stornoway, a draft of which will be
launched this Autumn followed by a three month period of public consultation. The Bord is
keen to encourage members of the public to enter into dialogue with them through the
Bord’s page on Facebook, or by e-mailing them at plana@gaidhlig.org.uk. Members are

keen to get a variety of opinions as they develop a plan for a sustainable future for Gaelic in
Scotland.

Bord Cathraiche, (Chair) Arthur Cormack said: “Over the past two and half years Bord na
Gaidhlig has been meeting in various communities. Late in 2009 we met in Uist where we
visited various groups involved in Gaelic work, and we are delighted to be in Stornoway this
time round. This will give us a good opportunity to meet with some of the individuals and
groups involved in a whole range of community projects that the Bord has helped fund in
Lewis.”
