We have an entitlement across Scotland for Gaelic-medium primary education
which will ensure that Councils will treat seriously and consistently, the aspirations of
parents for Gaelic education while working within a national framework. The detail of the
application of this legislation will be developed by Bord na Gaidhlig and its partners, and we
are well down the road of preparing the Statutory Guidance which will be subject to a 12
week formal consultation once Royal Assent is granted. Finally it would be remiss of me not
to thank the Minister for Scotland’s Languages, Dr. Alasdair Allan, for ensuring that this
piece of legislation was brought before this term of the Scottish Parliament. "
