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Bord na Gaidhlig welcomes proposal to establish dedicated Gaelic school in Edinburgh
07 October 2011

Bord na Gaidhlig has welcomed the recommendation by the Director of Children and
Families at the City of Edinburgh Council, Gillian Tee, that the option of creating a dedicated
Gaelic Medium school be agreed by the Council later this month. As well as Bord na
Gaidhlig, parents and other respondents to the consultation process overwhelmingly
favoured this approach to meet the soaring demand for Gaelic Medium education in the
city.

The Bord launched its consultation on the National Gaelic Language Plan in Edinburgh this
week and met with parents, community representatives and officers of City of Edinburgh
Council at a public meeting where support for a Gaelic school was reinforced. Following the
meeting, In a letter to the Council Director, the Ceannard (CEO) of Bord na Gaidhlig, John
Angus MacKay, has offered the support of the Bord to the Council and the wider community
in Edinburgh in planning for and securing sustained growth in Gaelic education at all stages.
Mr MacKay said: “If Council takes a positive decision later this month in support of creating
a dedicated Gaelic Medium School, it is important that parents and the wider community
should work with the Council to develop and support Gaelic medium education in the City,
taking account of the continuum from the home and pre-school sector right through formal
education to further, higher and informal adult education to ensure sustainable growth. |
would envisage all Gaelic groups, and certainly those that Bord na Gaidhlig funds,
committing to this approach.”
