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Scottish Ministers are seeking to appoint up to four enthusiastic and committed individuals
to the national language body, Bord na Gaidhlig.

Bord na Gaidhlig is a statutory Non Departmental Public Body established under the Gaelic
Language (Scotland) Act 2005 and is responsible for safeguarding the future of Gaelic in
Scotland, for promoting the use and understanding of the Gaelic language and for
developing and supporting Gaelic education and culture.

With a new National Gaelic Language Plan to be implemented from April 2012, the Bord are
looking for individuals who share the ambitions of the Plan and can take Bord na Gaidhlig’s
work forward with a robust, evidenced-based approach to language planning at the heart of
its activity. The Bord is particularly looking for people who have expertise in one or more of
the following three areas: audit and finance; Gaelic education provision and/or effective
approaches to minority language development and planning.

Minister for Gaelic, Dr Alasdair Allan said: “The Scottish Government has high ambitions to
improve the status of Gaelic throughout Scotland and support Gaelic speaking communities.
We aim to build up and improve provision for Gaelic and have given commitments to
further expand the place of Gaelic in education. Bord members are an integral and
important part of helping us realise these ambitions and | would encourage those with the
necessary, interest, commitment and expertise to apply.”

Bord na Gaidhlig Cathraiche (Chair), Arthur Cormack, said: “The work to secure Gaelic’s
future is challenging but there are also many rewards with opportunities to make

progress. | would encourage people to apply for a place on Bord na Gaidhlig and to get
involved at a time when we will be embarking on the delivery of a new National Gaelic
Language Plan.”

Bord members will be expected to spend on average three days per month on Bord business
and to attend up to six Bord meetings annually; in addition to Bord committees and other
activities. The appointment of the Bord members will be for a three year term with the
possibility of re-appointment for a second term. The appointments will take effect from mid
February 2012, and the closing date for applications is 3 November 2011
