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Comhairle nan Eilean Siar’s Revised Gaelic Language Plan Affirms Commitment to
Future of Gaelic

Bord na Gaidhlig and Comhairle nan Eilean Siar today discussed its revised Gaelic
Language Plan for 2013 — 2017 at a meeting of its Gaelic Language Plan
Implementation Committee. The meeting was attended by: Bord na Gaidhlig
Cathraiche (Chair) lain Campbell, Ceannard (CEO) John Angus MacKay, and Gaelic
Language Plans officer, Louise MacBean.

The Plan, which was agreed by Bord na Gaidhlig, builds on the successes seen
through the Council’s initial Gaelic Language Plan while concentrating its focus on
the aims and ambitions of the National Gaelic Language Plan 2012 — 2017. Amongst
its commitments, Comhairle nan Eilean Siar aims to ensure that by 2017 at least 55%
of all Primary 1 enrolments roll in the Isles will be in Gaelic-medium education while
also continuing to support the use and development of Gaelic in day to day life. In a
presentation Bord na Gaidhlig staff highlighted the importance of the Comhairle’s
commitments in support of the National Gaelic Language Plan.

Addressing Comhairle nan Eilean Siar’s Gaelic Language Plan Implementation
Committee, Bord na Gaidhlig Cathraiche (Chair), lain Campbell praised them for their
hard work over the last year in preparing the Plan adding that the implementation of
Gaelic Plans is vital to the promotion and increased use of the language. He said:
"Comhairle nan Eilean Siar is key to Gaelic's future and we welcome the
commitment in their Gaelic Language Plan to strengthening even more the use of
Gaelic throughout the Western Isles.”

The production of Gaelic Plans enables public bodies to make clear commitments
about enhancing their use of Gaelic. Plans detail how they propose to use Gaelic in
relation to their identity, communications, publications and staffing, and how Gaelic
development will be supported through the delivery of their core policy functions.
