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Bord na Gaidhlig Welcomes A Stronger Education Bill

Bord na Gaidhlig has welcomed the Scottish Government’s decision to amend
the Gaelic provisions of the Education Bill and create an entitlement across
Scotland for Gaelic-medium education, provided there is reasonable demand.

Bord na Gaidhlig’s interim Head of Education and Learning, Bruce Robertson
speaking at an event in Portree said: “This means that there will be a national
approach to considering demands for Gaelic-medium education. It means that
reasonable demand has to be demonstrated by those requesting Gaelic-
medium education but it also means that councils have to treat such
requests seriously and consistently. What it doesn’t mean is that councils
will unnecessarily have to start employing Gaelic teachers as some MSPs have
reported.

Bord na Gaidhlig will prepare the Statuary Guidance which underpins the
Education Bill and is involving councils and other bodies in this."
